CVSA Brake Safety Week Begins September 11

Brake inspection, maintenance and operation will be the focus of alamglenforcemenand education blitz conducted

by the Commercial Vehicle Safety Alliance (CVSA). This yearOs CVSA Brake Safety Week, a key event in the allianceOs
Operation Air Brake Campaign, begins on Sunday, September 11 and runs through Saturday, September &r7. Each ye
brake related defects top FMCSAOs vehicle violation list, and it is little surprise that brakes are to blame for more than
half of all outof-service violations. CVSA created the Operation Air Brake Campaign to increase safety by educating
inspectors, arriers and drivers and improving regulatory compliance. Carriers are encouraged to make sure their drivers
are properly trained in air brake adjustment and brake inspection. Inspecting and adjusting brakes takes a matter of
minutes and can help preventn@eessary accidents and costly-ofiservice orders. Drivers may also want to

familiarize themselves with CVSAOs Operation Air Brake Inspection Procedure so they know what to expect if they are
stopped for an inspection in conjunction with Brake SafetgkVBriverOs License, Registration, Low Air Warning

Court Throws Out EOBR Rule

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety AdministrationOs electronic onbaarmdee 2010 final rule for motor carriers with
significant hoursof-service violations does not protect truck drivers from potential harassment by their employers, a
federal appeals court has ruled.

Siding with three truck drivers and the Owner Operaidependent Drivers Association, a panel of the 7th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals on Aug. 26 vacated and remanded the rule back to the agency for further proceedings.

The appeals court said the agencyOs EOBR mandate for carriers with past HOS prolitegwsjrgeteffect in June
2012, does not adequately address or ensure that carriers could not use the devices to force drivers to stay on the road
even when they are tired.

OThe agency needs to consider what types of harassment already exist, howhfragiém what extent harassment
happens, and how an electronic device capable of contemporaneous transmission of information to a motor carrier will
guard against (or fail to guard against) harassment,O the court said.

Although the court decision speiciilly addresses the 2010 final rule, FMCSA also will also likely have to bring into
compliance its Jan. 31 proposed rule mandating that nearly all motor carriers equip their trucks with EOBRSs, said Robert
Digges, vice president and chief counsel for Aiweami

Trucking Associations.

The agency has said it expects to issue the final rule for nearly all carriers by June of 2012, but will give truckers three
years to comply after it becomes final.

Ol think that the general direction by Congress to considésshe of driver harassment is applicable to that rulemaking
as well as the earlier one,O Digges said.

After the ruling, FMCSA Communications Director Candice Tolliver Burns said in a statement that the FMCSA Ois
committed to raising the bar for commexdiruck and bus safety.O She said the courtOs decision is under agency review.

American Trucking Associations CEO Bill Graves said in a statement that ATA is still reviewing the courtOs decision, but
supports FMCSAQOs efforts to mandate the adoptionsandf electronic logging devices for howfsservice
compliance.

OWe hope FMCSA will work quickly to address the ~Courtés decision and the important device design and performance
specifications being evaluated by the AdministratorOs Motor Carrier Safésory Committee,O Graves said.
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
